Typical Off-the-shelf liner doesn't offer adequate cushioning
issues Off-the-shelf liners inherently provide pre-defined thickness profiles. A

liner can present a thick profile to properly protect the condyle, but will
thus include unnecessary thicknesses in some areas, leading to heavier
liner, risk of additional pistoning and of lowered proprioception. A too-
thin liner might not suffer from these limitations, but would on the
contrary offer an insufficient cushioning layer, exposing the condyle to
pressure peaks.
